So, is the rejection of modern 
worship the reason for churches 
going downhill? No, there may 
be other reasons. Firstly, the 
Holy Spirit may have departed 
because people have become 
self-righteous, but cannot see 
it. I have often felt that a strong 
spiritual element was missing 
from churches visited though 

tradition, legalism and memories 
kept the system going. 
The other possibility is that the 
church may be faithful witness, 
but so uncompromising in its 
message that few people feel 
attracted to it. Many modern 
churches do not attract people 
with the Gospel, but with 
gimmicks, such as healing 
meetings and promises of a 
life-improvement. Indeed, we 
are told in the Scriptures that in 

the end times, ‘many’ people will 
follow false doctrine (Matthew 
24:11). This means that these 
many will not be atheist, but 
try to look like real believers. 
‘Many’ may possibly indicate the 
‘majority’ of church folk; this is 
indeed a worrying idea. 
Many modern lectures (I hate 
to call them sermons) I have 
heard over the last few years 
have a lot of Psychology and/or 
Philosophy, but very few Bible 
passages and little about God 
so that they would not go 
astray as a University lecture. 
Indeed, spirituality seems to be 
almost dead and absent in many 
places. 
The Bible speaks about the 
narrow road, but many churches 
now speak about the wide road, 
where it makes little difference 
whether one is Baptist or 
whatever. I became a Baptist 
because I saw that there were 
some Scriptural principles that 
were better than elsewhere. Now 
that seems to have gone and so 
I have no need to be a Baptist 
anymore but sadly there do not 
seem to be healthy alternatives 
either.

John Evans – Warcry

In a land where AFL and Rugby 
League are the dominant football 
codes, Rugby Union has caught the 
attention of the nation. 

Nearly 200 after William El-
lis invented the game of Rugby 
Union, 20 teams from around the 
globe have landed in Australia to 
compete for the William Webb El-
lis trophy (known affectionately as 
�Old Bill�) and the right to be called 
world champions.

One man who knows the ex-
hilaration of holding aloft rugby�s 
ultimate prize and claiming the 
title of world champion is Nick 
Farr-Jones.

The veteran of a nine-year, 
63-test playing career for the 
Australian Wallabies (36 of them 
as captain) was approached last 
December by Australia Post to 
write a book detailing the history 
of the Rugby World Cup. 

Although he is not heavily in-
volved in rugby circles these days, 
it was an opportunity too good to 
pass up. The result is the coffee-
table book, Story of the Rugby 
World Cup.

Finding time to write the book 
was a challenge for the father-of-
four. Along with being a director 
of French investment bank So-
ciété Générale (major sponsors 
of French rugby), Farr-Jones is 
also a director of Wesley Mission 
in Sydney and a councilor on the 
Sydney City Council.

Despite it being 10 years since 
he played for Australia, Farr-Jones 
is fondly remembered by football 
fans, even in AFL strongholds such 
as Victoria. 

At a recent Melbourne book 
signing, Farr-Jones freely admitted 
he thought there would be �two cats 
and a dog�; instead eager admirers 
lined up in droves and Farr-Jones 
scrawled his signature non-stop for 
an hour and a half.

�It makes me feel very privi-
leged to have been part of an im-
portant history in Australian rugby 
that people often remember,� says 
Farr-Jones. 

�People think you did some-
thing signiÞ cant for your code, for 
sport and for Australia in general. 
The further I get from our world 
cup victory the more I think we did 
do something special for our game. 
It didn�t have a very high proÞ le at 
the time, but all of a sudden people 

got taken by it; people who didn�t 
even understand rugby.�

Much about the game has 
changed since Farr-Jones hung up 
his boots; for starters the sport is 
now fully professional at the top 
level. All things considered though, 
Farr-Jones doesn�t feel he�s missed 
out on anything.

�I�ve got no regrets,� he says. 
�I enjoyed being able to study and 
work while I played, and I en-
joyed the amateur days when you 
had tours where you didn�t only 
go to the major cities, but into 
regional parts of the country and 
you got to understand a country�s 
culture.�

�I�ve got no criticism of the 
game�s administrators, but sadly 
the need to have a lot of test match 
rugby these days means teams will 
often go into major cities, play a 
test and �disappear�.�

�I was lucky, in the amateur 
days, my Þ rst tour with the Wal-
labies was 10 weeks. That�s how 
you get to understand the culture of 
countries and make friends.�

In what is perhaps a reß ection 
of the gratitude for those tours to 

smaller countries and out-of-the-
way places, Farr-Jones is keen to 
ensure the smaller rugby nations 
don�t drown in the sea of profes-
sionalism.

�I think of professional rugby 
that�s happening,� says Farr-Jones, 
�and I believe there is a real onus 
on the big nations to make sure we 
look after the little ones, or when 
we come to the Rugby World Cup 
there�ll only be four or Þ ve teams 
capable of winning.�

�Sports such as soccer have 
shown that you can have smaller 
nations reach world cup semi-
Þ nals. We have to look after the 
game�s grassroots, especially in 
amateur nations such as Fiji, Sa-
moa, Tonga, Japan and Canada.�

When it comes to matters of 
faith, Farr-Jones is just as upfront 
and honest. He openly admits that 
spiritual matters are important for 
him and his family.

�With Nick Farr-Jones what 
you see is what you get,� he says 
forthrightly. �And whether it�s 
fashionable or not fashionable I�ll 
talk about spiritual things.�

And talk about spiritual things 

he does. In his book he makes a 
point of mentioning a few world 
cup faith �incidents� that impacted 
him. 

One involved New Zealand All 
Black champion Michael Jones, 
who because of the conviction of 
his faith, decided not to play in the 
1991 semi-Þ nal match against Aus-
tralia � the game was scheduled 
for a Sunday, his Sabbath.

�Michael Jones was the best 
player I played against. His com-
mitment was fantastic and he made 
a very public statement about his 
faith by deciding not to play. I�ve 
never been convicted not to play 
on the Sabbath, but Michael was 
and I love people who are willing 
to draw a line in the sand.�

Certainly not �preachy�, Farr-
Jones� recollection of such inci-
dents is a natural and deliberate 
disclosure of his faith.

�It�s important for me that I talk 
about things that impacted me,� he 
says. �With a book like this, I�ve 
got an opportunity to reach 40,000 
readers, so I think it�s important I 
speak about the effect those events 
had on me.�

�This is what I stand for. This 
is who I am. This is what my faith 
is about.�

The intensity of his faith over-
ß ows into other areas of his life. 
Farr-Jones is clearly, even now, not 
content with mediocrity.

�I don�t want to get to the age 
of 65 or 70 and think that I�ve 
wasted 10, 15 or 20 years of my 
life,� he says. �It�s a bit like when 
I played sport, I didn�t want to die 
wondering how good I could be, 
so I tried to push the boundaries. 
I was never satisÞ ed with where I 
was at a given time.�

Forever the optimist, Farr-
Jones believes that despite Aus-
tralia�s recent poor form they are 
still in with a chance to defend the 
�world champions� title they won 
back in 1999.

�I think Australia is highly 
spirited,� he says. �We are 
doing well at winning ball, we 
are doing well at retaining ball, 
but we have to do a lot more at 
advancing the ball. If we can get 
that right � and we have the 
talent that can do it � then we 
can win.�
